Ms. Gaddy earned her certification in Elementary Education, and Ms. Ramirez 
focused on English as a New Language (ESL).

Forest View already has the highest number of Board Certified teachers in the 
Durham public elementary schools. And we’ve just upped that by two.   

Each completed the arduous certification process, which includes the 
submission of four detailed, extensive portfolios as well as completing six 
written examinations. Their work was scored by a minimum of 12 teachers 
who have successfully completed training and have been qualified for scoring 
based on the understanding of NBPTS standards and guidelines.  This entire 
process has taken over two years!  

A Board Certified teacher must complete a difficult re-certification process 
every 10 years in order to retain their status. Ms. Rostagni spent the better 
part of an entire school year preparing the required documentation to qualify 
for re-certification.
